Sunday 1st March: Neither sign nor wisdom 
Sunday 8th March: One at the Lord’s table 
Sunday 15th March: And the greatest of these... 
Sunday 22nd March: MeeƟng him 
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StaƟons of the Cross

Week 
1.00 p.m. on Monday 23rd March at Saint Leonard’s 
7.00 p.m. on Friday 27th March at the Parish Church 

There will also be StaƟons of the Cross at 1.30 p.m. on Good Friday at 
the Parish Church.

Making a formal confession of sin in the presence of a priest has been 
a part of the life of the Church of England all the way through the 
ReformaƟon and to the present day.

Many people like to observe Lent by giving something up or some 
other formal penance.  Please consider how your discipline will serve 
your own spiritual growth or can be of service to others. 

The tradiƟonal Fast Days in Lent are Ash Wednesday and each 
Friday.  If you feel able to go without a meal on these days, you may 
wish to donate the money you would have spent to others who are in 
need. 

Lent Music 

In line with ancient tradiƟon, this year the music during Lent will be 
more austere than usual, and we will be observing the rule that the 
organ will only be used to accompany singing, and not for voluntaries 
and other incidental liturgical music.

Holy Week and Easter 

Weather permiƫng, the Procession of Palms will begin outside the 
Saints Parish Centre, moving across the churchyard into the church. 

The Venerable MaƩhew Trick, who is acƟng as our archdeacon, will 
offer a series of meditaƟons throughout Holy Week.  These will take 
place at Choral Evensong on Palm Sunday (6.30 p.m.), and aŌer 
Compline on the Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of Holy Week 
(7.30 p.m.). 

On Maundy Thursday, the Mass of the Lord’s Supper will include the 
Washing of Feet in commemoraƟon of our Lord’s commandment of 
love and service.  The Watching in the Holy Cross Chapel will 
conclude with the reading from John’s Gospel of the Last Discourse of 
Christ, starƟng at 11.00 p.m. 

On Good Friday, there will be a StaƟons of the Cross devoƟon from 
1.30 p.m., followed by the Liturgy at its tradiƟonal Ɵme of 3.00 p.m. 

On Good Friday evening at 7.00 p.m. there will be an hour of sacred 
music. 

The Easter Vigil will begin aŌer sunset, at 8.00 p.m. on Holy Saturday.  
It should end by 10.00 p.m., and champagne and chocolate eggs will 
be on offer to round off the celebraƟon! 

Praying through Lent 

Please find in the remainder of this booklet a form of prayer which you 
may wish to use daily during Lent. 

Suitable Scripture readings could include the Mass readings of the day 
(find these online at  hƩp://almanac.oremus.org  and clicking or pressing 
View), or you could read through the Book of Exodus chapter by chapter 
(40 chapters for 40 days of Lent), or chapter by chapter through Luke’s 
Gospel, which is read at Sunday Mass this year, or through 1 Corinthians.

We stand before the throne of God

Profession of Faith

On the third day he rose again; 
he ascended into heaven, 
he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 
and he will come to judge the living and the dead.

the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrecƟon of the body, 
and the life everlasƟng.

Make us alive to the needs of our community: 
help us to share each other’s joys and burdens. 

Look with kindness on our homes and families: 
grant that your love may grow in our hearts. 

Deepen our compassion for all who suffer from sickness, 
grief or trouble: 
in your presence may they find their strength. 

We remember those who have died: 
Father, into your hands we commend them. 

We praise you for all your saints who have entered 
your eternal glory: 
bring us all to share in your heavenly kingdom.
